A school newsletter can be a great way to develop a strong relationship with parents. First, choose a short title or theme for your newsletter — something like "School News," or “Back to School.”  If you’d like,  you  can also add a   date and   volume number  for yo ur  newsle t ter.   Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  


Registration is Underway!


Students, by now you all should have received a copy of your transcript and a 2016-2017 Course Selection registration card.  Most of you have also already met with a counselor to review your 2016-2017 course selections.  Counselors will be meeting with students to review course selections through the end of March.  It is important that you select courses that you are required to take for graduation based on your classification (i.e. rising 10th graders will take English II) and then choose electives that will help you reach your college and career goals.  Please see the following page for registration instructions.





During the course of registration counselors have noticed many students have some misconceptions with regard to course requirements.  The following are a list of questions we often receive from students and parents as well as a list of common high school registration definitions.





I want to take Game Design?  Students can only take Game Design after successfully passing Scientific and Technical Visualization.


What is a pre-requisite?  A prerequisite – is a class that must be taken or a requirement that must be met PRIOR to taking a course. Scientific Visualization is a Pre-requisite for Game Design. 


Do I need take a World Language class to graduate from High school?  NO, you do not need a World Language to graduate but you will need to have two credits of the same World Language to qualify for admission to a 4 year NC University.  


CORE Classes – Academic courses required by the state in the areas of English, Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies


Electives – Courses that do not meet the definition of CORE classes but a recommended.  These course help student develop skills in specific career areas, in The Arts, World Language, Career and Technical Education , Physical Education, ROTC, English, Social Studies/Sciences, Science, and Math. 


GPA – Grade Point Average, cumulative average of all grades earned each year of attendance.


College Prep (CP) – regular/standard, general classes; classes are CP unless otherwise noted


Honors (H) – More demanding and challenging curriculum than regular classes (CP) but less demanding that Advanced Placement courses (AP).


Advanced Placement (AP) – Advanced Placement; college-level curriculum; college credit may be earned based on AP exam scores


Dual Enrollment – Student can be dually enrolled at their residential Public High School and an NC Community College during their 11th and/or 12th grade school year.  The program is called Career and College Promise (CCP).  Students that are enrolled in the CCP must meet specific academic requirements and complete a college application process. 


Credit/Unit – What is earned when a student passes his/her class, most classes earn 1credit.  


Future Ready Core (FRC) – The graduation curriculum for freshman that started in 2009-10 through current.  The FRC curriculum prepares students to be successful at a 4-year College AND in the workplace.


Alternate: A class you would choose if you do not get your top elective choices


CTE (Career and Technical Education) – Career and technical courses paired to develop a career concentration


Block – is the instructional timeframe of each, sometimes referred to as “period”. The Blocks at MCHS allow for 90 of instructional time


ADay/BDay classes – A pairing of two classes that are taught yearlong.  One class meets on ADay of specific block while the other meets on B day of the same block (alternating days).  For instance 2 block ADay Chorus and 2 block BDay Sociology.
